Document A:  Testimony of Cpl. Richard O’Brien

The first shot was fired by Sergeant. His target was a mere boy, who was coming down the mountain path . . . .

The shooting . . . attracted the villagers, who came out of their homes in alarm. They did not display a weapon, made no hostile movement whatsoever, but they were ruthlessly shot down in cold blood, men, women

and children. The poor natives huddled together or fled in terror. Many were pursued and killed on the spot. Two old men, bearing a white flag and clasping hands like two brothers, approached the lines. Their hair was

white. They fairly tottered, they were so feeble under the weight of years. To my horror and that of the other men, the order was given to fire and the two old men were shot down in their tracks.

Document B:  From A. A. Barnes, a soldier from New York, to his parents

The town of Titatia [sic] was surrendered to us a few days ago, and the two companies to occupy the same. Last night one of our boys was found shot and his stomach cut open. Immediately orders were received from General Wheaton to burn the town and kill every native in sight; which was done to a finish. About 1,000 men, women and children were reported killed. I am probably growing hard-hearted, for I am in my glory when I can sight my own gun on some dark skin and pull the trigger.

Document C: Filipino Historian’s Account

 

The guerillas, in violation of [Philippine President Emilio] Aguinaldo’s orders and circulars, treated captured Americans with barbaric cruelty. Noses and ears were lopped off and the bleeding wounds seasoned with salt. In some cases, American prisoners were buried alive. Kicking, slapping, spitting at the faces of American prisoners were common, the hatred of the American being such that the guerillas forgot or conveniently forgot Aguinaldo’s injunctions regarding the good treatment to be accorded the prisoners.
