Research Speech: Attention Getter & Memorable Thought
Attention-Getters (introduction) should create curiosity and interest in the minds of your listeners, while convincing them that the speech will be interesting and useful.  
The Memorable Thought (conclusion) of the speech should leave the audience with an overall sense of closure.   The wording of your Attention-Getter and Memorable Thought should be refined, practiced and memorized.  
Below are some techniques that can be utilized in both the Attention-Getter and Memorable Thought.  

1. Story or Anecdote

Tell the audience a story that relates to your topic or place them in a situation that relates to your topic.

2. Quote

Start your presentation with a quote that relates to your topic.

3. Statistic

Tell your audience a startling statistic about your topic

4. Humor

Humor creates enthusiasm and interest.  It makes your audience want to listen.  

5. Suspense

Create a suspenseful situation that leaves your audience craving and anticipating the information within your speech.
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
