Jim Crow Web Quest

The Mission
As a historical researcher, you are required to complete the following tasks to help you better understand To Kill a Mockingbird. Here is a description of what you must complete: 
1. Visit all of the required websites throughout this assignment.
2. Keep a detailed research log of what you discover.
3. Write a personal response that reflects your research and your feelings toward this issue.

Step 1: Websites

Website A:  Visit the Ferris State University site on the origins of Jim Crow laws.  Complete notes on where this term came from and what it came to mean in the United States. 

Website B: Visit the Plessy v Ferguson site to get background on the Supreme Court case that legalized racial separation in the United States.


Website C: Visit Examples of Jim Crow Laws.  Choose 3 different laws (each law must come from a different state). To complete your log, review this site and answer the questions.

Website D: Visit the Jim Crow Profiles website. You will be assigned one profile to research. Take notes on the individual being studied to use in your homework assignment. 

Website E: A number of students wonder why society so easily accepted Jim Crow. As a matter of fact, there was a great deal of racial turmoil in this period. Choose one of the following incidents to explore further (warning--some of these sites have pictures of violent situations):

Website G:  Finally, visit The New York Times website to read an article on a recent update to the Scottsboro Boys case from Alabama.     


Step 2: Response Paper

After you research is complete you must reflect on your findings. Your reflection should include:

· A brief summary of what Jim Crow Laws are and how they affected Americans.

· Explain one of the Jim Crow laws you took notes on and your personal reactions to that law.

· Describe the person you researched and what impact this person had on the African-American community and American society in general.

· Discuss the incidents of racial turmoil you researched and what impact it had on the African-American community.

· Incorporate your personal reactions to what you learned. 
    -  How did you feel while learning about the restrictions created by Jim Crow Laws? 
         -   What effect did learning about the individuals you studied and listened to have on you? 
         -   How were you affected by images on the various sites?
